« is a network of people who have experienced historic
abuse and continued disadvantage

« has become a powerful voice and key driver in securing
the service infrastructure for Forgotten Australians and

Former Child Migrants in Queensland

« has been at the forefront of public advocacy and
engagement with governments in bringing the issues
facing Forgotten Australians and Former Child
Migrants into the public domain

« members include people who experienced abuse
in state or church run institutions, foster care, youth
detention centres and those who as children were
placed in adult mental health institutions.

The aims of HAN are:

- to maintain a voice to enable continued dialogue
regarding the recommendations from the Forde
Inquiry

« to share and disseminate information

« to support each other

« to reconnect and create support groups for
ex-residents who have experienced historic abuse
and continued disadvantage

« to promote affirmative action and ensure recognition
of the continued discrimination andddisadvantage
of ex-residents and former children in care.
